MMeetthhooddss.. This was a retrospective longitudinal study. We collected the data in the

hospice. A total of 2032 end-stage cancer patients were recruited. 

RReessuullttss.. The mortality rate of end-stage cancer patients in hospice correlated with the

five-element pattern of the year (p < 0.05).

CCoonncclluussiioonnss.. The five-element circadian rhythm of the year correlated with the

mortality rate of end-stage cancer patients who had the same five-element character. (
