ABSTRACT

Participating in World Health Assembly and World Health Organization has been the
major goal for Taiwanese people. Many non-governmental organizations, such as
Foundation of Medical Professionals Alliance in Taiwan (FMPAT), had been working
very hard in the past. Howevre, TCM Communities, which have not been communicated
much with international counterparts, were not involved in this national campaign.
Therefore, international personnel training program in TCM has became very important.

This project offered 54-hour English courses in TCM on weekends from November
3™ 2007 to December 29" 2007 for eight consecutive weeks for Chinese medicine
communities, including academic staffs, clinical practitioners, industrial personnels and
students from related graduate and undergraduate programs. The courses offered the
participants to discuss TCM in English environments. There were 328 participants
(including 3 foreigners) registered for the courses.

In order to have more TCM relative proficiencies participating in this project, we
held a 2-day symposium, “Symposium on Internationalization and Globalization of
Traditional Chinese Medicine”, on March 15", 16", 2008. 12 speakers, including 4
foreign scholars, gave speeches in 14 different topics in English. The topics involved
both TCM and internationalization-related issues and 250 people were enrolled.
