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course, including 3 foreigners and there is a total of 859 participant count up to now. An
average of 62 participants participated in every course session.

We also collected TM/CAM related conferences information amd posted them in the

website for public awareness

The programs were offered to Chinese medicine communities, including academic
staffs, clinical practitioners, industrial personnel and students from related graduate and
undergraduate programs. The programs offered the participants to discuss TCM in
English environments. This will be helpful for the Internationalization of TCM in the
future.
