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Establish International Co-operation Platform for Traditional

ABSTRACT

The establishment of international cooperation platform for Traditional Chinese
Medicine is executed in parallel with the launch of the website. Taiwan is reckoned to have the
greatest influences in the development and inheritance of Traditional Chinese Medicine.
Research in the theories of Traditional Chinese Medicine, clinical experiences in Traditional
Chinese Medicine therapies, advanced education in Traditional Chinese Medicine, research
outcomes of Traditional Chinese Medicine, the education and training of Integrated Medicine,
clinical experiences in Integrated Medical therapies, research in Integrated Medicine,
Evidence-based Medicine in Traditional Chinese Medicine, the equipments and applications
in Chinese medicinal, the management of Chinese Medicine departments in teaching hospitals,
Chinese Medicine health insurance system and et cetera, are the factors that attract the
related organizations, associations, societies and individuals to interact with Taiwan.

Our research utilizes literature analysis and discussions with experts to analyze and
implement the scheme of the research. The following outcomes has been accomplished
consequently:

1. The framework of international cooperation platform of Traditional Chinese Medicine
was built and the website - International Platform for Traditional Chinese Medicine
www.iptcm.org was subsequently established. IPTCM website is devoted as a medium for
the interactions between Chinese Medicine in Taiwan and Traditional Medicine from
other countries in the world, in order to promote further cooperation.

The database for the contacts of 20 WHO Collaborating Centers for Traditional Medicine,
59 member organization of United States NCAOM association, 37 universities’ Integrated
Center or CAM center in United States and 9 academic institutions of Traditional Chinese
Medicine in United Kingdom was established.

3. Individual foundation and professional clinical training in Chinese medicine and
acupuncture for overseas trained traditional medicine organizations and universities were
established. Currently, 5 universities of Traditional Medicine from United Kingdom,
United States, Korea and Japan have sent their students to study in Taiwan.

4. Introductions for the current status and developments of Traditional Chinese Medicine in
United States, Australia, United Kingdom, Germany, France, Italy, Korea, Japan,
Singapore, India and et cetera were wrote and edited.

5. International Symposium of Traditional Chinese Medicine Personnel was held on 10th
April 2011 in China Medical University. 12 experts from the related field were invited to
give speeches and 108 persons had participated in the symposium.

6. 50 Traditional Chinese Medicine organizations from United States, Australia, Europe,

7. International Symposium on Traditional Chinese Medicine 2011 & the 26th Symposium
on Natural Products was held in Taichung on 29th and 30th October. A total of 26 experts
and professionals from United States, Korea, Japan, China and Taiwan were invited to
give a speech and 565 persons attended the symposium.
