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CLINICAL PRESENTATION

A59-year-old man with extranodal involvement of diffuse large

B-cell lymphoma was suspected to have a relapsing disease in

the scrotal region, manifesting as a huge scrotal mass and proven to

be large B-cell lymphoma on the scrotal mass biopsy. On physical

examination, the scrotal mass was firm, desquamated, ulcerative

and purulent. The 2-deoxy-2-[18F]fluoro-D-glucose positron emission

In addition, there were many sites with abnormal 2-deoxy-

2-[18F]fluoro-D-glucose uptake in the left abdominal para-aortic

region, right pelvis, left groin, left leg and right leg/ankle.

Extranodal involvement of highly aggressive non-

Hodgkin’s lymphoma is very common, including stomach,

intestine, tonsil, skin, liver, lung, testis, bone, central nervous

system and spleen.1 Testicular lymphoma accounts for 1% to

2% of all cases of non-Hodgkin’s lymphoma. The majority of

testicular non-Hodgkin’s lymphomas are diffuse large B cell.

The rate of testicular involvement in advanced-stage diffuse

large B-cell lymphoma is approximately 10% to 18%.2,3 The

patient died of septic shock 3 months later.
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
